	a.	Pickle Ball Grant – The Betterment Committee has applied for a $10,000 grant for the pickle ball courts through Essentia.

		a.	Proposed Street Improvements – The revised price for what the street improvements would cost in 2027 is $3.5 million. Funding options are 1) state funding, 2) bond coming off in 2030, 3) reserves, and 4) tax levies. This is not PFA qualifier. Beaudine will coordinate with Reber and Tyson to go to the cities to request money from the state.

1.   	LaBelle Acres – Duplex built with common wall in the wrong place and if you draw a straight line the lot would not be conforming. To address the issues a line was drawn to the common wall and angled back up the lot to make it conform.

2. Fishing Pier - DNR is interested in putting in a pier at LaBelle Lake outside of City limits on property that is not owned by the City. The DNR would pay to have the pier installed and it would require a partnership with the Township, City, and/or County to pay for the area to be ADA compliant, and to pay for the upkeep and maintenance. Cuba Township has agreed to partner with EDA and the DNR. The City agrees to partner with EDA and the DNR as well. There is much more information needed related to costs and liability. The order for the pier would be due to the DNR this Fall. Cormorant Sportsman Club may provide funding.
