H.	NEW BUSINESS 	
1. Transient Merchant Application – Granny’s Table is requesting a permit to have a food truck in Lake Park near the Trump Store. Broadway Rental was contacted for approval. This is new for her so the hours it will be open are not yet determined. The cost of the permit is $25 per day or $100 annually. The City’s Ordinance needs to be updated because currently it requires Becker County to approve it and they no longer do this. 
M/S/CU:  Zachariason/Ronning to approve the food truck permit for Granny’s Table, and it is not required to obtain Becker County approval.  
2. City Center and Concession Stand Rentals – Currently rentals are required to provide a Certificate of Liability (COL) and $25 deposit fee. Mikkelsen discussed this with Ramstad Skoyles, and he said that it should be required. Non-Profits, Businesses, and renters for community events are required to fill out the form and provide COL. Others that are not renting are only required to sign Liability Insurance Waiver individually. Ramstad Skoyles will draft Liability Insurance Waiver. Request to remove the $25 deposit fee from the City Center and Concession Stand Rental forms.
M/S/CU:  Ronning/Zachariason to approve removing $25 deposit requirement on the City Center and Concession Stand rental forms.

4. Road Project – The City of Lake Park is on the list for a Bonding bill if the State has one this year so Beaudine will not need to go to the Cities this year.  

I. OLD BUSINESS
1. Plan B for Road Project – If the City does not receive funding, we should work on the worst streets and alleys that have the most traffic first. We will find out if we will receive funding by May 18, 2026. Will try to get tied in with Becker County’s contract for work they are doing in Southeast Becker County this summer in order to hopefully save some charges. The trailer park streets are not City streets so the map of the City will be updated to reflect those streets are the trailer park’s property. Zachariason and Frank will review the roads and alleys to determine which should be done first. It was recommended by the auditor and Jason Murray that reserves not be used for road project. This will be discussed when the Auditor is at the City Council meeting. Jason Murray can attend a meeting if you would like to review the Capital Investment. It was suggested a line for streets will be added to the Tax Levy. 
	
J.	OTHER BUSINESS
1. Office Space: Dr. A.S. Midthune Health & Public Safey – The Essentia Lease has been reviewed by Mikkelsen and Ramstad Skoyles and a few changes were made. Any updates to the space will be the responsibility of Essentia except for painting. 
M/S/CU:  Zachariason/Ronning to approve the 3rd Amendment to the Essentia Health Lease.
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2. Pay Study – Part of Study is done, await feedback from a couple more benchmark communities to finish the benefit package portion. Their goal is to present at next month’s City Council meeting. May schedule Special Meeting. Mikkelsen will provide City Council with recap of information. Mikkelsen’s next meeting to discuss the Pay Study is on April 27, 2026, and a recap of information will be sent to City Council. The Final Pay Study will be forwarded to City Council upon receipt.
3. Berdal’s Café – They have been waiting for 2 months for the State Health Department to come and approve the café. Other than this they are ready to open. They are in touch with Jim Joy and Council members will contact Jim Joy as well.
