The City is very dissatisfied with the dirt, concrete, and asphalt contractors and have been in numerous discussions with the County. The road between the Bank and American Legion is already settling.

a. AT&T Lease – AT&T will not get out of their lease early and will complete their lease through 2029.

		a.	Budget Fund Summary – Second half taxes come in December. 
		b.	Polling Place Grant – A couple suggestions on what to apply for have been received. Action Item: Mikkelsen will submit Polling Place Grant application with suggestions.
		c.	New Website – Site is up and going well. 
		d.	Payment System – Staff are being trained on system and working through quirks, and residents are very happy with this option to pay their utility bill.  

H.	NEW BUSINESS 
1.   	Becker Country RAC Meeting – County is working on having QR Codes that provide the history of Lake Park. This may go through the Historical Society Museum. 
2.	Potential New Ordinance – May set up regulations for e-bikes and scooters. Current Ordinance reflects that bikes cannot be on the sidewalks downtown from Front Street to Lake Street.  

I. OLD BUSINESS
1. Reimbursement Policy – This policy would be for City Council members that attend City related business meetings during regular business hours. Each incident will be discussed and approved at the following City Council meeting. Action Item: Mikkelsen will create Reimbursement verbiage for Policy book.
M/S/CU:  Ronning/Zachariason to approve City Council reimbursement for 4 hours half day and 8 hours full day at $25/hour. 
2. Job Classification and Compensation Services Proposal – There are only 5 cities in the State of Minnesota that are responsible for all of the utilities that the City of Lake Park is responsible for. Generally, cities only have sewer and water, whereas the City of Lake Park is responsible for sewer, water, electric, and gas. The City will provide David Drown Assoc. with the following cities to include in the proposal: Fosston, Hawley, Henning, Virginia, Brownton, New Ulm, Glyndon, Mahnomen, Paynesville, and Warroad. These ten cities will be added to the additional 10 cities that David Drown Assoc. will add. Action Item: Beaudine will contact David Drown Assoc. to provide the City’s list of towns and discuss Plan options. The Plans will be discussed at the next City Council meeting, and a decision will be made on which Plan to proceed with.   
3. MN Paid Leave Law – This is State mandated so is required by law. Region I City Clerks meeting is next week where this will be discussed. Will proceed with the plan the State offers as currently there is only one MN Plan that is deemed acceptable on the state website. Council will need to decide what percentage they will pay. Law requires the City pay .44%, and they may pay up to the maximum of .88%. Mikkelsen requested the City Council provide any questions they would like brought forth to the Region I City Clerks meeting, and at this time there are no questions or actions.
